
Spanish 21® is a variation of blackjack that has a multitude
of rules and Bonus 21 Payoffs.
The minimum and maximum wagers will be posted at the table.
The bonus minimum and maximum wagers will also be posted at the table.

How to Play
There are six (6) standard decks of cards, consisting of 48 cards
that includes A-9, J, Q, and K. Tens are not used in Spanish 21.
Player’s blackjack beats dealer’s blackjack. Player’s total of 21
is an automatic payoff. You may split cards of equal value,
creating up to four (4) hands.

Doubling Voids Bonus 21 Payoffs

Bonuses

Super Bonus

Player holds suited 7-7-7.
Dealer’s up-card can be any 7.

$5-$24 on the primary wager WINS $1,000
$25+ on the primary wager WINS $5,000

Envy Bonus: All other betting players
receive $50. No side bet is

required. Splitting or doubling voids
Super Bonus.



STRATEGY
GUIDE

Basic Strategy
You may double down with any two (2)
or more cards or any split! Bonuses are not
paid on double-down hands. After doubling,
if you are dissatisfied with your non-busted
hand, you may verbally rescue your doubled
portion of your bet and forfeit your original wager.
Verbal late surrender is allowed on the first two (2)
cards only.

Match the DealerTM

FIVE BIG PAYOFFS!
In addition to your regular Spanish 21 bet, you can bet that
either or both of your first two (2) cards will match the dealer’s
up-card in rank.

How to Play
You make a “Match the Dealer wager” by placing a bet in the
Match The Dealer bet circle. In order to play Match The
Dealer, you must also play the primary Spanish 21 bet.
However, your Match the Dealer bet may not exceed the
primary bet.

2 Suited Matches........................................Pays 18 to 1

1 Non-Suited & 1 Suited Match..............Pays 13 to 1

1 Suited Match ..............................................Pays 9 to 1

2 Non-Suited Matches ................................Pays 8 to 1

1 Non-Suited Match ................................................Pays 4 to 1
