In Three Card Poker®, you receive three (3) cards and are
offered three ways to play and four different ways to win. A
52 card deck (missing the Joker) and an automatic shuffler
is used. You may bet against the dealer, bet on the value of
your own three card hand, or bet both.

The minimum and maximum wagers will be posted at the table.
The bonus minimum and maximum wagers will also be posted at the table.

Ranking of Hands
Straight Flush, Three-of-a-Kind, Straight, Flush and Pair.

How to Play

Bet on the PAIR PLUS to bet on your own hand. If your hand
contains a pair or better, you win. Bet on the ANTE to play
against the dealer’s hand. If you bet on the ANTE and like
your hand, you are required to place a wager on the PLAY
equal to the ANTE. The best Three Card Poker hand wins! Or
play BOTH by betting on both the PAIR PLUS and the ANTE.
You are required to make the PLAY wager, or you will forfeit

the ANTE wager.

Bonuses
ANTE Bonus: If you make the ANTE and PLAY
wager, you may win a bonus payout even if the
dealer doesn’t qualify, and even if the dealer's
hand beats your hand. Dealer qualifies with a
Queen or better.




STRATEGY GUIDE

Basic Strategy
The strategy for the ANTE portion is simple —
you should fold if you have a hand lower than
Queen-6-4 or you should continue and make the
PLAY bet if your hand is higher. To see if you have a
better hand than Queen-6-4, compare your first highest
card to the Queen. If it is higher, you play. Ignore the
other two (2) cards.
